Workshops will feature contributions from ‘real’ entrepreneurs, experienced students sharing their wisdom, 
teacher support, action learning by students and much more! Each workshop is typically delivered in a 
central location with FREE transport.

3) Student Enterprise Awards 2010/11
The annual Student Enterprise Awards (SEA) programme enables 
students to find out what it’s really like to set up their own 
business!
Each autumn, they set up a business - on their own or in groups - to compete for prizes at school, 
county and national level. Every year, over 10,000 students across Ireland take part in Junior (1st Year), 
Intermediate (2nd & 3rd Year) and Senior (TY, 4th, 5th & 6th Year) age categories. In 2010, over 800 
students from Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown schools participated.

4) Enterprise Showcase Competition
Showcase your business talent! Participating students get the opportunity to make a presentation to a 
student audience on a new business idea or an existing mini-enterprise. This competition is designed for 
school students who are not able to participate in the SEA programme. The competition will be held in 
early April 2011.
