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Event Rules and Regulations:
The venue for the DLRCEB –Winter Fair-2007 is the Dalkey Castle & Heritage Centre. This is a restored and working historical building and needs to be treated with due care and respect. The centre itself will be operating as a heritage Centre throughout the fair and will be open for visitors. The following set of rules and regulations are in place in order to protect the venue, exhibitors and visitors. With this in mind we recommend that you read the following terms and conditions and take due note of every point.

1. Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown County Council, Dun Laoghaire-Rathdown County Enterprise Board and the Dalkey Irish Heritage Town Company Ltd will not be responsible for any articles lost, damaged or mislaid in any part of the building.

2. There must not be any interference with the Gas or Electrical instillations in the building.

3. Only work or services produced under the name of the company on the application form can be displayed or sold.

4. Nothing can be fixed on to walls in any part of the building (apart from the hanging system in the gallery area Area C)

5. The Heritage Centre staff is not connected with the fair and therefore any problems or issues arising should be addressed to the fair Project Manager Suzanne May only.
6. Each exhibitor must only operate within his or her designated stand area.

7. Eating and drinking on stands is not permitted.

8. Passageways, exits, emergency exits and doorways must be kept clear at all times.

9. Each stand holder must comply with the rules in relation to vehicles, loading, unloading and parking.

10. Everyone must comply with the legal requirement of “no smoking” on the premises.

11. Extreme care must be taken as you transport your goods through the building. 

12. No naked flames can be used for display or demonstration purposes.
13. Parking at the rear of the centre will be permitted for unloading and loading purposes only. This should be done as quickly as possible to make way for other exhibitors. There are parking options near the centre.
14. No stand holder will be allowed into the building before their allotted time

15. When you arrive on the set-up day, please check in with Suzanne May at the front hall and who will issue you with a welcome pack and direct you to your stand.

16. For access and safety reasons, stands should not spill out into the public area and should not block other stand holder’s space. 

17. Insurance for stock and display items is the sole responsibility of the exhibitor.

18. The organizers will take no responsibility for any business arrangements made between exhibitors and members of the public. 

20. Only Heritage Centre staff may move lights in the display areas.

21. Exhibitors should not start to dismantle or clear away their stands before             5.00pm on Sunday and cars should not be driven up to the centre until after this time.

22. In the interest of safety and consideration of other Standholders children under 14 are not permitted in the venue during set-up and take down times.
